Clap your hands.

Tap your knees.
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Please take out your recorders.

Put finger zero and finger one on your recorders.
Let’s review first.

T: What pitch is it?

Ss: Si

T: Good! Where is Si on the staff? (71455
Ss: On the second line.

T: Great!
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Look at me and listen. I do first, then you repeat it.
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Can any one make the pattern?

Play pattern one four times.
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Let’s play the body percussion with music.
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Let’s play the cajon with music.
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Now, we play together.

Number one, please play the cajon with music.

The rest of you, please play the recorders with music.
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
