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After practicing individual letters, move on to creating words, then

sentences, in the traditional style of character writing. This means

creating words within a square shape that will be read left to right,

top to bottom and outside to inside, largest letter to smallest letter.
Y P& Sentences are formed by making a column of words, writing and reading|

from top to bottom. Making variations on letters and words is part of

the fun - as well as trying to figure out.

Once student have formed some words and sentences, we can exchange them|

and try reading each other’ s work - kind of like cracking a code!
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
