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The teacher uses PPT to show some pictures.
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Let the students observe and discuss these pictures and then they present some
ideas.
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T: Let’s discuss in each group. What are these colors dyed by? Why?
Please write the reasons on the worksheet.

Ss: The color of the cloth is dyed by onions because its color is yellow
and a little orange.
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The teacher uses the art words to define the plant dyeing.
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“The Plant Dyeing” comes from the plant. It’s through water with different
temperatures. It can dye colors and patterns on cotton, linen, silk, cloth
and string.
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T: Have you ever seen things with plant dyeing in our daily life?
Ss: Scarf, table cloth, yarn, shopping bag...
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T: We plant some vegetables on the rainbow farm. What can we do for them?
Ss: Cook!

T: What else?

Ss: Dye the cloth.

T: Nice! We can use their natural colors to dye the cloth, especially for Gynura
Bicolor. Its color is quite bright and beautiful. After dyeing the cloth, what can
it be used for?

Ss: A gift.

T: Perfect! We can give it to your mom as a Mother’s Day gift.
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The teacher plays the short film and leads students to understand the process
of dyeing the cloth by asking questions.
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T: In the film, what do they do first?
Ss: They pick up the leaves.
T: What patterns do you see from the film?
Ss: Circle, square...
T: How do they design these patterns?
Ss: Tied by sticks or strings.
T: Then, what happened to these parts?
Ss: No colors.
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The teacher uses the pictures to introduce the process of dyeing cloth.
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First boil a pot of Gynura Bicolor.
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Before dyeing the cloth, design the pattern.
We can use the stick, chopsticks and strings to design some patterns.
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Soak the bound cloth into white vinegar for 10 minutes.
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Filter a pot of boiled Gynura Bicolor to get rid of bagasse.
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Then, put the cloth into a pot of boiling Gynura Bicolor to dye for
30 minutes.
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Take off the rubber bands, strings, ice stick or chopsticks. Let the cloth dry
in the air. Done!
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The teacher demonstrates the skill of binding patterns. The students
observe and then let one student to imitate. Finally, the teacher
instructs the student individually.
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The teacher teaches the students how to use a pot of boiling Gynura
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Bicolor to dye the cloth. After teaching, let students to do dyeing by
Themselves.
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Notice: Don’t be hurry to take off the bound parts until the color is dark.
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After dyeing, hang the cloth outsides and dry.
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The teacher leads the students to put tools away and clean the place.
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The teacher lets the students think about three advantages for the
Artwork and something special about the experience of dyeing. Next class we

will share with each other.
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The teacher leads the students recall the experience of cloth dyeing.

T: What materials or tools do we need?

Ss: Okinawan spinach, cloth, rubber bands, pot, sticks...

T: How do we do cloth dyeing?

Ss: Bind the cloth with rubber bands, boil Okinawan Spinach, Soak in the dye...

T: You do a good job! Let’s recall the steps. What is the first step?

Ss: Use the rubber bands and chopsticks to bind the cloth.

T: Why do we bind the cloth?

Ss: Design the pattern. The part we bound is white. It’s a pretty pattern.

T: Then, what is the second step?

Ss: Boil the Okinawan spinach, soak in the vinegar...

T: Which one go first?

Ss: We do them at the same time.

T: Well done! After boiling Okinawan spinach, what do we do?

Ss: Use the filter to remove the bagasse.

T: What is the next step?

Ss: Soak in the dye for 30 minutes.

T: After soaking the cloth, what will we do?

Ss: Rinse the dyed cloth with water.

T: What is the last step?

Ss: Dry the cloth by wind and sun.

T: All of you are great! Everyone organize the process of cloth dyeing well. Star
from folding, binding, soaking, rinsing to drying.
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The teacher leads students to share the dyeing artwork by PPT.
T: Do you like dyeing? Why?

Ss: Yes, I do. It’s interesting.

T: Do you have a lot of fun?

Ss: Yes, I can have a good experience.

T: Do you like the patterns dyed on your cloth?




Ss: Yes, I send it to my mom as a Mother’s Day gift.
T: What is special for your dyeing cloth?
Ss: Patterns, beautiful colors, heart...
T: Do you learn anything interesting in the dyeing process?
Ss: Rubber bands are broken...
T: How do you solve this problem?
Ss: Ask my classmates for help. / Tie it again.
T: Talk about what you have learned.
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Students share the dyeing artwork on the platform. Other students do the
peer evaluation sheet and give some feedbacks.
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Students appreciate others’ dyeing Work and give some feedbacks on the Post-it
note.
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Let the students take a video for their mothers. Students take the dyeing cloth
home for their moms as Mother’s Day gifts.
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Do you like dyeing?

Do you have a lot of fun?

Do you like the patterns dyed on the cloth?
Who did the best job?

Whose work do you like best? Why?

Did you learn interesting in the dyeing process?
Can you talk about what you have learned?
