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Show the students some sculpture.
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T: Can you tell what are they doing? by looking at these sculptures.
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T: How do you feel by looking at these sculptures? B B 4
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Guide the students think about their career by showing them
pictures and videos. For example, basketball player, doctor, ballet
dancer...

T: What do you want to be in the future?
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Draw the person’s gesture, facial expression and clothing on paper.
T: What does a basketball player wear? What does a ballet dancer
wear?
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Draw the draft.
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Revise the draft.
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First, use iron wire to make the basic structure of the character.

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Sculp out the clothing, hair and accessories for example, shoes, hat,

watch, belt...
T: Is he wearing shoes? Is he wearing a belt? What else is he

wearing?
