• 1/3 CLIL pilot studies. 
• There is no single mode for CLIL.
• New concept is difficulty to accept. 
• Insufficient understanding of content knowledge and the medium of a 

foreign language. /
• CLIL teaching method/ assessment is not clear. 
• Top teachers overload.
• Shortage of teaching materials. 
• Teachers have to be supported.
• A platform for exchanging ideas, links, materials and practice ways
